All riders must enter through their national federation; no individual entries will be accepted.
Only Junior and Elite riders can participate at the UCI BMX Supercross World Cup.
Registration deadlines are indicated in the General Race Parameters.

The name of the hotel where the riders will overnight must be given during the online
registration.

The entry fee for the UCI BMX Supercross World Cup is €150 for online registration.

There is a possibility to prepay by requesting an invoice or to pay in cash or by credit card on
site. In case of prepayment, the receipt needs to be taken to the competition. To pre-pay the
national federation must contact bmxsuperx@britishcycling.org.uk.

Please note pre payments must be made so that the entry fee is received into the organisers
bank account before rider confirmation starts. If paying electronically Team Managers should
bring proof of transfer to Rider confirmation to assist with any issues.

All riders/teams must attend the riders’ confirmation on the first practice day between 9.00
and 11.30 presenting their license and picking up their race numbers. Riders not being
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confirmed before the indicated deadline did not complete the registration procedure and will
not be able to compete at the event.

Riders that were registered through the online system but that are unable to participate will
still need to pay their entry fee to the organizer.

Late Registration

Late registration is only possible through the National federation and until the riders’
confirmation on site which is on the first training day between 9.00 and 11.30. The entry fee
for a late registration is € 250 and should be paid immediately on site. Late entries are entries
handled after the online registration deadline and before the riders’ confirmation deadline.
